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Mankind has emerged that it, like other 

living organisms in the biosphere, needed 
nutrients. If in the past millennia man has found 
food for himself through hard labor, in the 
history of its subsequent development natural 
disasters such as severe winters, floods, fires, 
droughts have brought him famine and death. 

In the last century, 100 million people 
died of starvation. Chinese and 50 million. the 
Indian is dead. In 1992-1993, 2 million people 
lived in the African country of Somalia. more 
than a dozen people suffered from starvation. In 
1980, 1.4 billion people lived in 71 developing 
countries. the population was starving. Of these, 
420 million were starving, 850 million were 
malnourished, and 780 million were very poor 
and could not afford food, shelter or clothing. 

Today, in the process of integration and 
rapprochement of the world's countries, the 
economy has become a leading sector, and it 
plays an important role in the relations between 
the countries of the world. However, the 

economic differences between the developed 
countries of the world and the representatives of 
the "third world" are becoming more and more 
obvious. Leaders of the G20 (G20) countries 
expressed concern about the escalation of 
famine around the world and expressed a desire 
to work together to eradicate it. This can be seen 
in the final statement of the G20 agriculture 
ministers' meeting in July 2018: “We are 
concerned that in 2016, famine will increase 
again worldwide in a few years, and currently 
815 million people are suffering from hunger. 2 
billion due to lack of essential nutrients for 
humans. one is suffering. We are committed to 
working together to achieve sustainable food 
development in the future, to end hunger so that 
everyone has access to adequate, safe and 
nutritious food, and to sustainable agriculture”1.

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Many universities and research centers 
around the world are conducting research on 
issues such as famine, food shortages, drought 
and the collapse of the country's economy as a 
result of high prices. There are mass famines in 
many countries of the world. More than a third of 
Yemen's population is 8.4 million. one is 
threatened by mass starvation. UN Secretary 
General's Spokesman Forhan Haq told reporters 
on December 11, 2017. 

Today, two-thirds of the world's 
population does not consume quality food, more 
than 50 percent of the population is 
malnourished, and 25 percent of the population 
is starving, with an annual population of 10-30 
million. the population dies of starvation. An 
important question on the agenda today is "Can 
this problem be solved?" 

According to the United Nations 
International Coordinating Group, 31.5 billion 
tons of food is grown on land and from the sea. 
can feed the population. According to Russian 
economist K. Malinin, 50 billion rubles are spent 
on land crops. can feed the population. By 
increasing the consumption of seafood and 
single-celled algae, their products will increase 
the planet’s population by 290 billion. can 
provide food to the population. In the future, 
fast-digesting and fish-derived protein products, 
seaweed will be a major part of the diet. 

The theme of the famine of the last 
century and its consequences is considered to be 
the greatest catastrophe, and the historical 
literature on this field can be divided into two 
periods: the Soviet period and the years of 
independence2. 

Among the historical literature created in 
the Soviet period (1917-1991) are the works of 
statesmen and party figures G.Safarov, 
T.Risqulov, N.Turakulov, F.Khojaev, I.Khidiraliev, 
as well as P.Alekseenkov3 in the 20-30s of the XX

century. important. In these works, in particular, 
in the famous book by Turor Risqulov, the 
famine in the Fergana and Ettisuv oblasts is 
depicted with all its tragedy and horror. 

The influence of communist ideology is 
evident in research conducted in the 1940s and 
1970s. In their works created during this period, 
the authors focused more on highlighting the 
role of Soviet and party organizations in this 
period than on highlighting the problem of 
famine and food4. 

Raxmatov M.G'. His research on the 
famine in Turkestan and its consequences 
(1917-1924) 5  shows some aspects of this 
problem in the collective fundamental research 
created during the years of independence6, in 
various textbooks and manuals7, some articles8

As a result of the First World War, the 
economy of Turkestan, as in the whole territory 
of the Russian Empire, fell into disrepair, the 
living standards of the population became 
difficult, and prices began to rise. As a result of 
military operations on the front and the Central 
Asian uprising of 1916, the supply of grain and 
other foodstuffs from central Russia to 
Turkestan declined sharply and then came to a 
complete halt. During this period, the train 
schedule was disrupted, and train traffic was 
disrupted. 

In addition, droughts in 1917 and later 
made other natural disasters worse. Beginning in 
1916, a famine began in the Yettisuv region of 
Turkestan11. 
As a result of the February Revolution and the 
October Revolution of 1917 in Russia, political 
power in Turkestan also changed. Even during 
the Provisional Government, Russia's defeat in 
the wars, the continuing and intensifying mass 
protests among workers, soldiers, and peasants, 
the lack of bread and other foodstuffs, and finally 
the Bolsheviks' violent economic policies in late 
1917 and 1918 resulted in mismanagement. 
Since the beginning of the year, the famine has

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become widespread in Turkestan. Most of the 
locals suffered greatly from the famine12. 

Expensiveness became a famine during 
this period. Food committees set up during the 
interim government failed to address the 
problem13. 
In the early days of the Bolsheviks' rule in 
Turkestan, the food problem worsened. Various 
disputes arose between the local Soviets and the 
Bolsheviks and the food committees. The 
committees rejected the Soviet government's 
policy of violence. A resolution issued by the 
Turkestan Food Committee on January 10, 1918, 
stated that “all food committees should stay 
away from politics, and politics should not be 
mixed with food”. 

A special resolution was adopted at the 
general meeting of democratic organizations in 
Tashkent on March 13, 1918, which demanded 
that “the work of food organizations should be 
non-political and not subordinate to the 
authorities”. The general meeting of the staff of 
the Samarkand Food Department on July 30 also 
approved this idea, emphasizing that “all 
segments of the population and all people should 
be provided with bread and fill it”. But the 
Bolsheviks and the Soviet authorities had a 
different opinion. In conclusion, we can say that 
the Soviet government and the Bolsheviks began 
to establish special bodies directly subordinate 
to them and conduct food policy. The old food 
committees in Turkestan were abolished in mid-
1918, as in all of Soviet Russia. 
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
